City Council Meeting Minutes
March 1, 2011

Call to Order
Mayor Crawford called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Council and Staff Attendance

Present: Mayor Crawford, Councilors Adlong, Miller, Munson, Nelson, Pugsley, and Reddell.
Staff members: Rob Daykin, City Administrator, Cindy Phillips, City Attorney, and Debra
Manning, Assistant City Recorder.

Agenda Changes

Item 8.1 Budget Committee Appointments was relocated prior to Old Business, and Executive
Session in accordance with ORS 192.660 (2) (h) to consult with counsel concerning the legal
rights and duties of a public body with regard to current litigation or litigation likely to be filed
was added.

Presentation:

Chehalem Heritage Trail Project
Mike Ragsdale CPRD, informed the Council that in 2009 CPRD included in its budget technical
consultants to develop a trail system, to serve the entire park district, and to engage public support
for funding. CPRD’s intent is to be a willing seller/willing buyer. They are incorporating
alternatives for areas where the property owner does not want the trail. Citizen input was solicited
for the locations and important components, such as connecting schools and neighborhoods, the
riverfront, Ash Island, Champoeg, parks and the Cultural Center, to be included in the trail. The
expectation is to present the Master Plan and Phase 1 to the CPRD board at the May meeting. The
landowners have been contacted to determine interest and CPRD is receiving a positive response.
A public meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, March 8th.

Mayor Crawford inquired if the first segment would be the Willamette River segment. Ragsdale
advised that the first segment will be determined by available funding and property acquisition, it
could be the riverfront. Crawford questioned the timeline for placement of a ballot measure.
Ragsdale advised a public opinion poll will be taken this summer to determine timing.

Councilor Adlong asked for a description of an on street trail on Worden Hill Road. Ragsdale
responded a trail similar to the vision for Dayton Road with a separated pedestrian trail and a
painted bike lane. :

Public Comment
Craig Roggers addressed:
e Disappointment that the Dark Sky ordinance affects new construction/business and not
existing lighting and that the sunset clause for compliance was removed. He supports
fairness for the entire city, with compliance by all.




e Concern with increasing the purchasing authority of the City Administrator to $10,000.
The current amount of $2,500 is a good limit and protects the City Administrator. He
suggested a higher limit be allowed for the Waste Water Treatment Plant (WWTP)
project only.

e Concern to see the burning ban repealed. He supports option three for agenda item 7.3
and suggested the addition of more bins for yard debris disposal.

e Disappointment for the selection of fire task force members, with 62% of the members
having a firefighter background. He questioned the need of representation from the Rural
Fire District.

Consent Agenda
Correction to City Council Minutes, February 15, 2011, page 4, Deliberations, 2nd paragraph “an
undue burden of guier enjoyment”. The motion was made and seconded to approve Consent
Agenda item 6.1 City Council Minutes, February 15, 2011 as amended. The motion passed
unanimously.

Budget Commit
Two applications were received for the four open positions on the Budget Committee: Shannon
Stueckle (incumbent) and Joni Dunckel. C.A. Daykin stated that Council could consider
additional qualified applicants for the remaining open seats prior to the first budget meeting.
Assistant City Recorder Manning relayed that Shannon Stueckle had a prior appointment and
could not attend the Council meeting. The motion was made and seconded to approve
appointments of Shannon Stueckle and Joni Dunckel to the Budget Committee, terms expiring
December 31, 2013. The Mayor pointed out a possible conflict with the year residency
requirement and Joni Dunckel’s application. C.A. Daykin will verify the state law regarding a
residency requirement for budget committees. The motion passed unanimously.

tee Appointments

Old Business

Update WWTP-OVIVO
Preston Van Meter, Kennedy/Jenks, handed out the final engineer’s estimate of $13,168,000 and
the bidding and construction schedule. The project estimate includes engineering, contingency
and completion of the future outfall project. He added that the bid climate is heating up.

Mayor Crawford inquired the amount of deviation from the original estimate. Van Meter replied
that the preliminary design estimate was $12.6 plus a $500,000 estimate for the outfall.

Van Meter relayed the time frame: advertisement for bids on Friday March 4th, prequalification
process the first two and one-half weeks, bid opening April 19th, award from the City Council at
the May 3rd Council meeting, and the start of work the first week in June. The outfall bids and
the removal of solids from the abandoned lagoons will be about a year out. He stressed that the
contracts for OVIVO, reviewed by the City Attorney John Hickey, needs to be signed tonight.

The Mayor inquired regarding the payment schedule. Van Meter stated the agreement is subject
to progress payments, with the bulk of the work up to 80% paid after delivery of the equipment to
the site.

The motion was made and seconded to approve the contract documents between the City of
Dundee and OVIVO USA, LLC for the provision of goods and special services for the Dundee
Wastewater Treatment Plant Project and authorize the City Administrator to sign them pending
review and approval of the contract documents from the City Attorney. The motion passed
unanimously.




99W Corridor Workshop
Jennifer Mannhard, OTAK, advised they were present to help the city with a visioning workshop
for the Highway 99W corridor. She reviewed the scope of work: meet with the stakeholders, meet
with the Council, hold a public workshop to provide community input of their vision for the 99W
corridor, and report back to the Council with recommendations.

Don Stastny, Stastny-Brun, Inc., reviewed the setup in Dundee. He addressed items which make a
successful downtown: center core, pedestrian friendly, store fronts with activity inside and
outside of the buildings, and a central gathering space/“living room” for the city. The Council

was asked:
1. What they would like the downtown core area to be like in the year 2021 with the Bypass

in place?

C. Pugsley:

e Increased pedestrian activity throughout the town including lateral movement
Traffic slowing and calming features
Highway 99W’s footprint would not be much larger than currently
Truck traffic removed
Protection from vehicle traffic and noise like in Sisters, Oregon
Lateral development with implementation of the Riverside Master Plan
A trail, open spaces and parks on the undeveloped land abutting the railroad
C. Miller:

e Develop the west side of the highway off of the highway with paths and businesses
facing off of Highway 99W

e More pedestrian and city resident friendly

e Additional parking

C. Reddell:

e Concern for the riverside development perpendicular to highway 99W

e Pedestrian friendly

e In favor of the idea of a town square. He referred to the plans for the restoration of the
Dundee Woman’s Hall

C. Adlong:

e Expressed concern to look at what we have and build on it, connecting the civic zone
(city hall, post office, school, park and a possible future CPRD recreation area) to the
restaurants and wineries

e Concern that the addition to a city business center up Ninth and Tenth streets could be
competition to riverside development and existing Highway 99W businesses

e In favor of walkways away from Highway 99W

C. Nelson:
e Treatments to Highway 99W for pedestrian safety
e Business infill for the Highway 99W corridor
e In favor of the suggested treatment for the property abutting the railroad for pedestrian

usage
o Perpendicular development toward the riverside and connection of Highway 99W to the
river
e  More uniformity of the zoning codes
C. Munson:
More pedestrian friendly

Separate historic district
A newer section on the riverside
Undergrounding of lines along Highway 99W



e A central core
e A town square/places to celebrate
e In favor of unified construction such as in Lake Oswego, with uniform development
Mayor Crawford:
¢ Removal of the overhead lines from Highway 99W
Focus on trees
Pedestrian friendly environment
Remove heavy truck traffic
Showecase the beauty of the area; the hillside, the river, the area’s agriculture, the
restaurants, and the wineries
* In favor of the perpendicular development including realignment of Tenth Street to move
traffic from the riverside to the hillside.

2. Does the Council wish to keep the Victorian design overlay or a theme for the town?

e C. Munson: Would like more of the building material to be similar, such as the type in
the West End buildings. Stanstny suggested the use of performance based design
guidelines to accomplish this. Munson advised she likes the parking in the back and more
uniformity in the appearance.

e C. Adlong: In favor of the Victorian overlay and the appearance of the new market on
Seventh Street

e C. Nelson: Suggested incorporating elements that should be kept from the Victorian
overlay in performance based design guidelines

¢ C. Pugsley added he was an opponent of strict design standards. He stated the Victorian
overlay and concern of ODOT widening the ROW on Highway 99W helped kill the
Dundee Mainstreet Refinement Plan and expressed concern to proceed with caution
regarding the ROW. Pugsley agrees with the performance guidelines and more continuity
through themes for public spaces.

3. What additional uses could be added to the downtown corridor to bring more activity?
The stakeholders shared input: groceries, drug store, more use of the Dundee Community
Center/Woman’s Hall, and coordinating entertainment shared between the wineries.

e  Mayor Crawford: a farmers market

e C. Munson: continuation of the /2 marathon started last year, more parks and a water
feature/fountain

¢ C. Pugsley: additional public parking with a shuttle service to the wineries in the hill

e C. Nelson: the addition of mixed use development. Mayor Crawford added that
promoting mixed use development would help fill in the empty spots

e C. Miller: a town square

4. What does the Council want from the scheduled workshop?
The majority consensus was a large attendance, including the Highway 99W stakeholders.
Daykin advised that notice will be provided to the property owners in the area. The Mayor asked
each councilor to make direct contact with two business owners along Highway 99W to extend an
invitation to attend the workshop and give their input. A flyer will be provided. C. Munson
suggested videotaping the presentation for placement on the internet for public viewing and
response. The majority consensus of the Council was to start the meeting at 7PM with
opportunity for earlier input for those who can’t stay for the meeting. Mannhard will place the
presentation information on the website. The suggestion was made to use of a large map of the
City with sticky notes available for public input. C. Pugsley inquired where the meeting will be
held. Daykin advised Council Chambers.




The motion was made and seconded to approve option three, two fifteen-yard bins with multiple
placements over a two month period to provide additional opportunities to dispose of yard debris.
The motion passed unanimously. Councilors Adlong and Nelson will work with staff to
determine the bin locations.

Ordinance No. 499-2011, Exterior Lighting Standards
This returns from the February 15th meeting with the direction to staff to return an ordinance to
adopt the new section to the Dundee Development ordinance that would establish exterior
lighting standards as amended in the packet. He advised there are two sections in the regulation,
which reference the date of the passage of the ordinance, regarding non-conforming lighting and
when you have to conform. The recommendation is to modify it to a specific date to avoid
confusing the date of the amending ordinance with the date of adoption of the original Dundee
Development Ordinance. C. Adlong revisited the issue of the removal of the deadline for
nonconforming and the enforcement issue. Daykin advised like other provisions of the Dundee
Development Ordinance which do not require a specific permit, it is complaint driven for
compliance.

C. Pugsley clarified if any exterior light purchased (and installed) after adoption of the proposed
ordinance had to comply with the regulation. Daykin confirmed that is accurate.

C. Nelson asked for reconsideration of the sunset clause. He noted replacement of street lights as
an example of lights which would not have to comply. Daykin referred to the current program
with PGE for replacement, at the end of the street light’s life, with a flat lens cobra light. He
advised the cost is the same whether it is a drop or a flat lens.

Mayor Crawford relayed a concern to encourage the City of Newberg to review the use of acorn
and other non-conforming lights.

C. Reddell stated he upholds the decision of the Planning Commission for removal of the sunset
clause, including the financial and enforcement reasons. He also shared concerns of citizens in the
neighborhood with the homicide last year, which lacks proper street lighting and the neighbors
are addressing with the addition of lights for protection.

Daykin added there is a problem street light: the acorn light. There are ways to add shielding to
the lights but it would still not meet the standards in the regulation.

Oravetz stated he lives in the neighborhood with the homicide. The neighbors have added lights
and leave them on all night. He relayed concerns for the safety of his children as the area is not
properly lighted. . :

The City Administrator reviewed the changes to the ordinance: amend Section 2.112.03A.1 and
Section 2.112.07 replace “effective date” with “March 1, 2011”. Exterior lighting installed prior
to March 1, 2011 does not need to conform to the standards of Section 2.112 until such time as
the light fixture is replaced or March 1, 2021, whichever occurs first. The motion was made and
seconded to adopt Ordinance No. 499-2011, an ordinance adopting a Development Ordinance
amendment to include Exterior Lighting Standards as amended to replace effective dates with
March 1, 2011 and with the proposed amendment to Section 2.112.07 for non-conforming
lighting as suggested by the City Attorney. The Vote: Mayor Crawford-aye, Councilors Adlong-
aye, Miller-aye, Munson-aye, Nelson-aye, Pugsley-nay, and Reddell-nay. The motion passed
five to two. The ordinance will return for the second reading at the March 15th Council meeting.



Yard Debris Collection

The City Administrator referred to the additional options for yard debris disposal included in the

packet of two fifteen-yard, four-foot tall bins. Daykin reviewed the options included in the

packet: .

1) A dumpster located at the Eighth Street ROW by the Fire Hall

2) Two dumpsters one on either side of Highway 99W, one at the Seventh Street ROW off of
Carmen Heights and a second located at Edwards Road and Eighth Street

3) Amendment to option two to place two bins for two weeks and move the bins to two
different locations.

4) Waste Management offered an option of a voucher system distributed from City Hall to
allow disposal of the waste brought into Waste Management. They would then bill the City
for vouchers submitted.

The Council was asked to make a decision to allow notice to the community by the next City

newsletter mailing set for early April and to allow the Fire Department to distribute with

information on the burn ban.

C. Nelson supported option two and suggested a bin placement at the dead end at Eighth Street
and the railroad. Daykin advised that road is used by emergency response personnel. Nelson
suggested placement at Carmen Heights for two weeks and then a relocation to Third and
Hemlock. Daykin suggested one bin on the east side at a central location for thirty days and on
the west side at one location for two weeks with a move to a location off of Third Street for two
weeks. C. Munson expressed concerned for elderly property owners who can’t get their debris to
the bin. C. Adlong asked for placement of enough bins to make it work and suggested leaving the
bin at a location for a week and then moving it three times. Daykin expressed concerned to locate
the bins safely and for an uncomplicated schedule for the citizens. C. Pugsley inquired about the
use of additional bins. Daykin advised the City could use the larger twenty-yard (walk-in) bins. C.
Reddell questioned the side height of the large bins. Daykin replied a height of five feet. Reddell
suggested two fifteen-yard bins and one twenty-yard bin for a comparison. Daykin suggested a
twenty-yard bin at the permanent location and using the fifteen-yard bins to move from location
to location. Nelson asked the plan for the fall season. Daykin suggested an evaluation before

further implementation.

Jonathan Brown was unaware that a ban had been placed on outdoor burning. He advised they are
a financially struggling family and Waste Management will not pickup any type of garbage if the
garbage bill is not paid. They use ash from their burns to fertilize their garden. He suggested
consideration of a pay to burn program, with the option to pay $20 for a one-time burn. Brown
pointed out debris will be dumped at the front of the twenty-yard (walk-in) bins, blocking access
to the back of the bin.

Michael Oravetz suggested the use of a voucher to burn for thirty days with part of the city
allowed to bum on different days and no weekends to allow a transition from burning to no
burning. He pointed out the difficulty of getting wet, heavy debris into the bins and the hazards
which could accompany the process for citizens.

Based on the Council’s desire to maximize access with this initial program, Daykin suggested use
of the two fifteen-yard bins and extending the time frame for two months at ei ght different
locations.

C. Munson asked when the bins would be placed. Daykin advised the intent is mid-April for two
months. She suggested the Dundee Civic Association’s annual Clean Up Day could be an
opportunity to enlist help for those who can’t get their debris to the sites.
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Mayor’s Report
Mayor Crawford advised that registration for the Dundee Hills AVA half marathon has started
and the expectation is to register 1500 participants.

The Newberg School District will take the school board bond to the voters in May. They have
removed school property purchase in Dundee. The bond will focus on maintenance, retaining
teachers, and buying text books.

The 2010 federal census population of Dundee is 3,162.

The ODOT Small City Allotment grant program maximum amount has been increased from
$25,000 to $50,000.

City Administrator’s Report
C. A. Daykin informed the Council that Bank of America will provide a proposal for the $6.1
million line of credit for the interim financing for the WWTP.

Councilors wanting to carpool to the tour of the Wilsonville water plant may meet at City Hall on
Saturday, March 12th at 9AM. Daykin suggested inquiring on the treatment process and how
their citizens accepted this option.

The Dundee Riverside Master Plan Open House is Thursday, March 10th. After further
discussion of the options of door to door notice distribution by Councilors Pugsley and Adlong
versus a mailing to residents within 500 feet the majority consensus was for Councilors Pugsley
and Adlong to canvas the area. Staff will prepare 125 flyers. C. Nelson suggested setting up a
banner on the Riverside Master Plan website for important information such as upcoming
meetings.
