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City of Dundee
City Council Meeting Minutes
February 6, 2018

Call to Order
Mayor David Russ called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Council and Staff Attendance

Present: Mayor David Russ; Council President Kristen Svicarovich; Councilors Ted Crawford,
Storr Nelson, Tim Weaver, Doug Pugsley and Jeannette Adlong. Staff members: Rob Daykin,
City Administrator; Tim Ramis, City Attorney; and Melissa Lemen, Administrative Assistant.

Agenda Changes

Item 8.4 Application for Planning Commission was added to Old Business.

A second Executive Session was added to the agenda following the first Executive Session in
accordance with ORS 192.660 (2)(e) to conduct deliberations with persons designated by the
governing body to negotiate real property transactions.

Public Comment

Isaiah Cox, 860 SE Parks Drive, approached Council with concerns regarding the recently opened
Newberg-Dundee bypass. He is concerned about the lack of protection from noise and light for
the south side of Dundee. Mr. Cox referenced the previous Transportation System Plan (TSP)
and referenced its desire for the City to strive for noise and visual barriers between the City and
the bypass. Detailed discussion ensued and Mr. Cox reviewed previous email correspondence
with ODOT as well as shared his impression that ODOT had insinuated that there would be some
sort of mitigation for sound and noise. He discussed the fact that his home is close to the bypass
and no barriers are present, with the exception of 4 young tree starts which make no impact on the
noise level. He requested support from Council for residents who have elected to move forward
to meet with ODOT seeking abatement. He also requested a variance allowing residents along
Parks Street to plant evergreens in the City right-of-way across the street from their homes. He
explained that the City approved trees present now are bare in the winter and offer no protection.

Howard Bell, 560 Parks Drive, approached Council with concerns regarding the recently opened
Newberg-Dundee bypass. He informed that he has resided at his present address since 2000. He
reviewed that he has dealt with the construction and now the opening of the bypass, which he
stressed has been very impactful to their lives. He referenced the Oregon Noise Manual and
discussed his concerns that ODOT is not taking the local City noise ordinances into
consideration. Mr. Bell informed that he works for NW Natural Gas and was able to obtain a
decibel reading sound instrument. Upon placing the instrument on his deck he noted that it read
40 with no traffic present, and consistently 68-70 (up to 73) when trucks and cars are passing by.
He stressed the huge negative impact the noise is having on his family as well as their neighbors.
Mr. Bell explained that his house is located directly across from the elevated bridge area of the
bypass which crosses the creek. He explained that for some reason when vehicles reach the 200
foot piece of concrete on the bridge the noise generated rises approximately 10 decibels. Mr. Bell
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reviewed additional information he obtained from the Oregon Noise Manual. He suggested that
even if the bypass doesn’t meet the Federal traffic standards for elevated noise, if the noise level
rises above 10 decibels it is impactful and should be dealt with. Additional detailed discussion
ensued. Mr. Bell pointed out that in contrast to the McMinnville bypass lowered speed limits,
those traveling on the Newberg-Dundee bypass are going at speeds of 55-60 mph, grinding gears,
using exhaust breaks and slowing down at the bridge, etc. He requested the support of Council as
their group of residents approach ODOT on this issue. M. Russ thanked Mr. Bell for sharing this
information with Council and voiced his support, as well as support of the Council. Mr. Bell
shared that their neighborhood group has initiated discussion with ODOT regarding this issue and
an upcoming meeting is planned. He shared his opinion that the only answer to the noise issue is
for traffic to be slowed down before reaching Parks Drive. C. Weaver inquired as to at what
exact location Mr. Bell would propose a reduction in speed. Mr. Bell explained that if traffic
were slowed to 35 mph prior to the bridge it is his belief that this would solve much of the noise
issue for their area.

Rebecca Thomas, Family Pet Partners, shared with Council a detailed description regarding the
services which they provide to the community of Dundee as well as local surrounding areas. She
noted that Family Pet Partners partnered with the Newberg-Dundee Police Department beginning
on July 1, 2017 to provide assistance with dog at large calls, found dogs, missing dogs, and
animal complaints. A copy of the information provided at the meeting was added to the agenda
packet. C. Svicarovich inquired as to what their coordination is with Newberg Animal Shelter.
Ms. Thomas explained that while Newberg Animal Shelter will hold a lost animal until the owner
is found and will also provide microchip verification, they provide none of the additional services
which Family Pet Partners does provide. Ms. Thomas explained that Family Pet Partners relies
solely on their volunteer staff and donations; they are a nonprofit organization. Additionally, she
informed that she is the President of the Newberg-Dundee Police Foundation and that Family Pet
Partners is committed to assisting law enforcement in any way they can.

Presentation

Don Clements, CPRD Superintendent, addressed Council and provided them with several
handouts containing maps and photos with regard to Sander Estate Park. He pointed out a
correction on page 2 of the handout: the sign shown should read “Sander Estate Park.” Mr.
Clements explained that CPRD is only in the beginning planning stages of development of the
seven acre property located on Fifth Street across from Billick Park and noted that they will be
working with the Dundee Parks Advisory Committee as things progress. Mr. Clements shared
some of the thoughts and ideas that have been presented with regard to use and development of
the property. He informed that the “Sander Estate Park™ sign will be placed sometime this
summer. He reviewed that Jan Sander has indicated that the property is to be used for the
benefit of the citizens of Dundee, which Mr. Clements indicated is also the goal of CPRD. Mr.
Clements informed that at some point the filbert trees would be removed and replaced with a
different variety and that additional parking will also be added. He explained that the barn and
the house will remain for the community to use. Though CPRD has decided not to rent the house
out, Mr. Clements advised that the barn will be available for community use for weddings and
other events. He informed that CPRD is looking to develop some type of paving system around
the barn (similar to the Cultural Center in Newberg) so that area can be expanded without causing
a drainage problem for the neighborhood. Once a package has been put together, Mr. Clements
advised that CPRD will return to Council to seek their approval.

M. Russ inquired about the house present on the property. Mr. Clements indicated that it would
be used in conjunction with weddings or even a potential future site for Dundee City Hall.
Additionally, he informed that more restroom facilities will need to be added as well. Mr.
Clements discussed that he was approached by Chief Stock with regard to potentially housing



volunteers in the house though CPRD didn’t feel this was a good use for that particular area,
though noted they may be willing to work with him in some other areas.

M. Russ inquired about a timeline for the project. Mr. Clements discussed that the property will
be developed in phases, likely over the course of at least five years, beginning with at least a year
of planning. M. Russ inquired as to what plans CPRD has for the house over the course of the
next five years. Mr. Clements informed that the house will remain and be potentially used by
those who use the barn for weddings or special events. He noted that there has already been one
event held at the location and informed that they have been contacted about future events as well.

C. Adlong asked for clarification with regard to potential future use of the property. Mr.
Clements offered the Newberg Cultural Center area as a comparison of a similar mixed use area
that is envisioned. He discussed the potential development of a park area with a community
cultural area as well. The possible addition of a museum type of room was also mentioned and
has been discussed.

C. Svicarovich voiced her support of reaching out to the residents of Dundee to find out what is
envisioned for this space, and inquired about when this type of outreach would be done. Mr.
Clements explained that this type of outreach will likely be done over the summer and into the
fall. He pointed out that over time changes in thoughts and ideas can occur, but that it’s
important to discover what’s in the best interest of the community of Dundee and what the
citizens would like to see. In the interim, M. Russ inquired as to whether or not it would be
possible for fire department volunteers to be housed at the location. He explained that the City is
in great need of volunteers at this time and affordable housing in the area is very limited. Mr.
Clements explained that the Board discussed this option previously but decided to deny that
request due to previous difficulty in managing rental property. Additional discussion ensued. M.
Russ discussed some of the benefits of the City of Dundee being given the opportunity to lease
the vacant house in the interim, and Mr. Clements indicated that he would be willing to readdress
the issue with the Board a second time. C. Pugsley expressed his support of the house remaining
on the property, representing a classic example of mid-1900’s architecture.

C. Svicarovich inquired about whether contained within the TSP may be a street connection from
Graystone Place to SW Fifth Street. C.A. Daykin confirmed this to be true which Mr. Clements
acknowledged that CPRD is aware of. Though Mr. Clements indicated that placing a road would
not be CPRD’s first choice, he is aware of the possibility if it is a crucial need.

C. Weaver voiced his strong support of the original property owner, Jan Sander, with regard to
the importance of her involvement in the future decision making process pertaining to the
property. Mr. Clements indicated that CPRD concurs with that as well, and pointed out that
CPRD has on record the restrictions set forth by Jan Sander with regard to the property.

Consent Agenda

The motion was made and seconded to approve Consent Agenda Item 6.1 City Council Minutes,
January 2, 2018, and Agenda Item 6.2 Financial Report ending December 31, 2017. The motion
passed unanimously.

Old Business

Riverside Parkway Collector Street Name
C.A. Daykin reviewed the background information as detailed in his Agenda Report. Chief Stock
pointed out that ODOT renamed a section of Parks Road (as seen on the map on page 33). He
expressed concern regarding the risk of potential delayed emergency response times to this area
due to confusion with regard to street names. Chief Stock displayed a map on the overhead



projector and referenced the “Fulquartz Landing Bridge,” as referenced by ODOT. Detailed
discussion ensued regarding alternative name selections for the bridge, as well as options
regarding the North-South Collector. The consensus of the Council was to extend Parks Road to
Edwards Drive. Additionally, the consensus of Council was to allow Fulquartz Landing Road to
remain as it stands with no changes or additions. C. Nelson voiced his opinion that there should
be a new name for the section of street between Parks Drive and Fulquartz Landing Road. C.
Adlong supported naming this section a Native American name and offered additional ideas as
well. Discussion ensued with many thoughts and ideas shared. Selecting a temporary name for
the bridge was discussed though C.A. Daykin pointed out this may be undesirable as Chief Stock
will be approaching ODOT to place a sign on the bridge structure at their expense to name the
roadway overpass.

Chief Stock discussed his frustration with the lack of landmarks along the bypass and indicated
that at this time the Dundee Fire Department is covering the area from Highway 99W at Highway
18 nearly to College Street (mile marker 58) in the City of Newberg. Additional milestone
markers indicating the tenth of a mile would be very useful for the dispatch center to use.

C.A. Daykin suggested the potential idea of promoting an online survey regarding the naming the
new road. He suggested that offering some sort of guidelines with regard to street names may be
helpful as well. C. Weaver suggested the idea of utilizing a survey within the community to
name the bridge, and supported requesting the addition of one-tenth point mile post markers
along the bypass as well. C. Weaver and C. Adlong volunteered to be a part of the committee to
name the new street/bridge, and C. Svicarovich offered to lend assistance with Native American
name ideas as well, if needed.

City Engineer RFP
C.A. Daykin reviewed the background information pertaining to the City Engineer RFP as
outlined in his agenda report. He also noted that the RFP has been published in the Newberg
Graphic as required by law. C. Svicarovich and C. Weaver volunteered to be a part of the
Selection Committee. This Committee will review any returns from the RFP and make
recommendation back to the full City Council.

Resolution No. 2018-01, Personnel Policies
C.A. Daykin provided an overview of changes in the proposed updated employee handbook, and
offered Council the option to table this for further review if they so desired. He pointed out that
many of the changes within the personnel policies are a result of changes in State law; the bulk of
the changes are due to recommendations from CIS, particularly with regard to more complete
descriptions of unacceptable practices and resolution processes. C.A. Daykin reviewed that the
City has ten full-time employees and three part-time employees.

C. Crawford expressed concern with regard to the use of the usage of “reasonable suspicion” and
“reasonable cause” as written on page 79 within the Alcohol/Drug Use, Abuse and Testing
section. C.A. Daykin confirmed that the language used within this content was provided by CIS.
He also informed that if there were a suspected abuse situation with an employee, the City would
confer with CIS loss prevention right from the outset, and they would be engaged in any type of
disciplinary process. City Attorney Ramis voiced his opinion that, with regard to “reasonable
suspicion” and “reasonable cause,” there is a question of whether these are interchangeable terms
and intended to be or not. He advised that if they are to mean the same thing then the same words
should be used; and if they are to mean something different a section should be added explaining
that. C.A. Daykin informed that he will review the discussed wording with the City Attorney.



C. Weaver suggested that anything written with regard to “marijuana” should be changed to
“cannabis,” as he pointed out that marijuana is only one part of the cannabis umbrella.
Additionally, he informed Council that there many other drugs, in addition to alcohol and
cannabis, that cause impairing conditions which he advised aren’t addressed within the policy.
Additional detailed discussion ensued.

C. Weaver referenced the Smoke-Free Workplace section on page 89 in the agenda packet, and
pointed out that there is a discrepancy in terms as the paragraph describes tobacco in other forms
other than smoke, which also includes vaping. He suggested changing the title heading to
“Tobacco/Smoke-Free Workplace.” Additional detailed discussion ensued. M. Russ suggested
potentially changing the title to “Tobacco-Free and Smoke-Free Workplace” which would then
encompass all types of smoking, including herbal cigarettes, etc.

C. Svicarovich inquired about potentially adding a Family Medical Leave policy for the City of
Dundee Employees. Though the present number of City employees doesn’t meet the minimum
number of 25 to qualify for the Oregon Family Leave Act, she unaware of whether other similar
sized Cities have gone above and beyond to provide that as a benefit to their employees. C.
Svicarovich explained that while she is interested in Family Medical Leave, she does not wish to
prohibit the City’s functioning capabilities. C.A. Daykin explained that when he originally raised
this topic with CIS, they suggested that since these types of situations haven’t presented
themselves up to now with Dundee, addressing the issues as they arise may be a good option.
Additional discussion ensued regarding the details of that process, including the fact that City
Council would ultimately make any decisions pertaining to whether it would be allowable while
also establishing a policy at the time the decision is made. C. Svicarovich informed that she is
comfortable with the options discussed and knowing that the City has the flexibility to provide
that benefit if it is important to retaining a valued employee. It was noted that Family Medical
Leave provides for a twelve week unpaid leave for an employee during which time their job is
protected. C. Weaver inquired as to whether or not there is a financial plan in place to provide for
employee replacement in the event that this type of situation arises. C.A. Daykin reviewed some
of the challenges associated with the temporary replacement of an employee, including
financially as well as the difficulty in recruiting a specifically certified or credentialed employee.

C.A. Daykin informed that once revisions and legal review are complete, a clean version of the
personnel policies will be brought back to Council.

Planning Commission Appointment
A motion was made and seconded to appoint applicant Eugene Gilden to the Planning
Commission. The motion passed unanimously.

New Business

Engine Braking Regulations/Bypass Noise Complaints
C.A. Daykin provided Council with a table reflecting decibel readings taken with a device from
the police department. He explained that he took readings from five different locations in the
City at three times during the day over a two day period of time, one dry day and one wet day.
Additionally, C.A. Daykin noted that ODOT intends to hire a consultant to do a noise study as
well. M. Russ pointed out that this table does not reflect as high of decibel readings as Mr.
Howard noted previously. Additional discussion ensued.

Mr. Cox again requested that the City provide a variance for him to plant some evergreen trees in
the City right of way across the street from his home on Parks Drive. C.A. Daykin explained that
while he doesn’t have an issue with the evergreens per se, his concern is with regard to the fact

that the lower levels of the branches will grow out over and exceed the property lines in this area,
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and will require additional maintenance. C. Nelson voiced his support of allowing a variance for
noise abatement to allow the evergreen trees to be planted. He also supported a letter from the
City (signed by the full City Council) voicing full support of noise abatement and assistance for
our citizens with regard to the bypass. C. Nelson shared his recollection of the many discussions
regarding the noise abatement berms that ODOT had planned, and noted his surprise when they
were removed from their plans. Additional discussion ensued with regard to potential evergreen
tree types that might be beneficial. C. Adlong asked Mr. Cox to provide Council with future
meeting details once those are established with ODOT. C. Svicarovich suggested holding the
meeting at Dundee City Hall. C. Crawford inquired as to whether the citizen group has received
any help from the County. Mr. Howard informed that he has spoken with Mary Starrett on more
than one occasion and noted her support.

Legal Service Fees
M. Russ requested confirmation as to whether or not there is a contract in place through 2019
which C.A. Ramis confirmed. C.A. Daykin provided a correction to footnote 3: using the correct
rates for 2018-2019 figures, the actual differential increase would be $15,286. C.A. Ramis
thanked Council for the opportunity to represent the City of Dundee, and pointed out that their
goal is to initiate a conversation with regard to their fees while making sure the needs of the City
as well as Jordan Ramis, PC are met. C.A. Daykin suggested that any changes made not be
implemented until start of the next budget cycle (July 1,2018). C.A. Ramis offered that phasing
in the new fees could be an option as well as potential consideration for a flat fee rate for
meetings if that were helpful. Though C. Pugsley acknowledged the convenience of the City
Attorney being present for all City Council meetings, he suggested that the meeting agendas
could be structured more carefully so that representation is not required for every City Council
meeting. C.A. Ramis offered that another potential option could be that a City Attorney be
essentially on call during a meeting in case of a critical question that could be answered over the
phone. C. Nelson supported the conscientious structuring of meetings as C. Pugsley described.
C. Pugsley expressed his support of the importance of quarterly attendance by the City Attorney
to foster an ongoing healthy relationship. C.A Ramis informed that their Staff meet as a
municipal practice group every Monday and discuss their calendars and current issues which
allows them to all be apprised of generally what is taking place presently.

C.A. Daykin inquired as to whether Council is interested in negotiating a flat fee of some sort for
attendance at Council meetings, recognizing that many times the attorney is not interacting with
the City Council though they have a better understanding of the players and of the City’s
direction. C. Svicarovich expressed support of this idea, and suggested structuring the agenda in
such a way that any legal concerns might be addressed at the beginning of the meeting as a way
to negotiate a lesser flat rate. C. Nelson suggested the idea of moving Executive Sessions to prior
to the meeting, potentially at 6:30 pm. Additional detailed discussion ensued. M. Russ stressed
the importance of having the same attorney present on a consistent basis for meetings. C.A.
Ramis explained that they do try to be sensitive to that though some adjustments need made on
occasion. C. Svicarovich inquired regarding weeks when no attorney may be present at Council
meetings; she inquired whether there is an effort made to review the meeting agenda or minutes
to stay apprised of current events. C.A. Ramis explained that the most efficient point of
communication for him when meetings are missed is to have a five minute phone call with the
City Administrator who can then provide the meeting highlights. Additional detailed discussion
ensued. C.A. Ramis pointed out that the proposed rates are heavily discounted from what they
would charge in a private sector situation. C. Crawford reviewed that the proposed rates are very
reasonable and could likely not be matched. C. Pugsley stressed the value in their knowledge of
our City as well as their knowledge of public institutions and land use. C.A. Daykin inquired
about a potential $600 flat rate for City Attorney attendance at a Council meeting for the next
fiscal year which C.A. Ramis indicated he will discuss with his Staff. C.A. Daykin also inquired
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as to whether a full implementation of the new proposed rates could potentially take place in
fiscal year 2019-2020, but FY 2018-2019 be a midpoint between the two. Though C.A. Ramis
explained that he can’t commit to that arrangement at this time, he indicated that he would review
this option with Staff.

Council Concerns and Committee Reports
None.

Mayor’s Report

M. Russ informed that Yamhill County Transit Area (YCTA) has been meeting about potential
changes to routes and stops, especially with consideration that the bypass is now open. Although
he was uncertain of the date and time, M. Russ noted that they will have an upcoming hearing
soon. He mentioned that someone had told him that YCTA is considering bypassing Dundee on
their morning route. M. Russ explained that this option would eliminate Dundee completely as
well as the west side of Newberg from their morning route as they would be utilizing the bypass.
C. Svicarovich inquired as to the results received from the YCTA ridership survey they
conducted to which M. Russ was not aware. C. Svicarovich suggested that these results would be
valuable to determine the amount of people who are utilizing this service in Dundee, which could
potentially affect how much the City is willing to support YCTA. M. Russ encouraged Council
to check the YCTA website for current information and regarding their upcoming meetings.

M. Russ inquired as to what the status is with regard to the scoping of the previously discussed
laterals. C.A. Daykin reviewed that notices were sent yesterday to the 42 property owners who
signed up advising them of the scope date and estimated times. They were informed that once the
inspection work is completed the City will follow up with a report and additional information.
C.A. Daykin indicated that a future Council meeting will likely be reserved for any kind of
questions that may arise from this process. Additionally, he noted that two property owners have
not responded to communication regarding their laterals, and they have been previously advised
that due to their lack of response they will now be required to provide the City with a corrective
action plan. C.A. Daykin explained that at this point, given their lack of response, the sewer rates
for these two properties are subject to doubling. He noted that he will send a letter tomorrow
advising them of this though they will still be given the opportunity to sign up for the inspections
if they desire. M. Russ asked C.A. Daykin whether he has inquired with the City of Newberg to
see if it was a possibility to use their equipment.to perform the scoping work. CC.A. Daykin
stated he discussed the use of their equipment with Superintendent Russ Thomas. Mr. Thomas
indicated that the City of Newberg is not in a position to do extensive work for the City of
Dundee, though could assist in an emergency situation as they have done in the past.

City Administrator’s Report

C.A. Daykin informed that Sean O’Day, COG, asked him to remind Council to make sure they
complete their evaluations of the City Administrator position as soon as possible. Sean O’Day is
scheduled to attend the next Council meeting to conduct the review with the City Council.

C.A. Daykin informed the City has hired a new Waste Water Treatment Operator. Jared Nunley,
a Grade III Operator, came on board with the City this week to begin training for Todd Miller’s
WWTP position. It was noted that he brings with him about ten years of experience, including
work in the Spirit Mountain Casino MBR plant. C.A. Daykin reviewed that Todd plans to retire
at the end of July 2018, which will allow for five months of training with the new employee prior.
C.A. Daykin informed that Todd Miller has indicated that he may be available for some hours
post-retirement.



C.A. Daykin informed that with regard to the City sidewalk project, a sewer stub was extended in
the Eleventh Street area to help facilitate future development of the vacant property on the north
side of Eleventh Street as well as redevelopment of the property of the former La Sierra property.
C.A. Daykin advised that a similar situation is at Ninth Street and Fourth Street. Additional
detailed discussion ensued. C.A. Daykin pointed out that this work is beyond the scope of the
K&E project at this time and inquired whether Council would support the negotiation of some
additional change orders to complete the discussed sewer line extension to avoid having to tear
into future sidewalks and Highway 99W after it is repaved. C. Crawford inquired as to whether
or not urban renewal dollars could potentially be used to which C.A. Daykin explained that if
Council were interested, an agreement could be entered into between the City and the Agency,
repaying the City. He reviewed that money is tight in the sewer fund, though potentially up to
$10,000 may be needed. C. Nelson suggested that this is a good use of urban renewal dollars.
C.A. Daykin will work on preparing an Agreement to be brought to a future meeting.

C.A. Daykin informed that former Dundee City Councilor, Ivon Miller, passed away today. He
provided Council with a copy of a previously written article regarding Ivon’s retirement and
provides a history of her service to the City of Dundee.

Public Comment
None.

The City Council entered Executive Session at 8:54 P.M. for the purpose to consult with counsel
concerning legal rights and duties of a public body with regard to current litigation or litigation
likely to be filed. The executive session is held pursuant to ORS 192.660 (2)(h).

The City Council entered a second Executive Session at 9:40 P.M. for the purpose to conduct
deliberations with persons designated by the governing body to negotiate real property
transactions. The executive session is held pursuant to ORS 192.660 (2)(e).

The meeting was adjourned at 9:52 P.M.
