FINANCIAL SUMMARY

General Fund

The city received most of the property tax revenue for the year. It came in a little higher than | expected,
receiving 88% of the funds so far. | expect that we will end up with more than | budgeted but will wait
until the December numbers to move the amount receive.

The fire conflagration is only two-thirds of the amount budgeted. This is always a tough one to budget
for because there are so many unknowns. However, the money received goes to pay the firefighters
overtime pay for being in the field so there is a decrease in expected costs also. We have not received
most of the Rural Fire Protection District taxes. | am no longer expecting to receive most of the money.
It appears that the brush rig that was crashed and written off was one that the Rural Fire Department
owned and neither | nor Chief knew that when we zeroed out the truck and took the insurance money.
We are letting them keep the taxes until the insurance is paid back.

In administration and finance attorney’s fees are still higher than budgeted and | expect them to keep
going up. IT is also higher than budgeted but | believe some of that is putting IT cost here when they
should be shared in a couple of other line items. The rest are fairly in line with budget projections.
Because of the school project, community development is higher than expected with
engineering/architecture and using all its $20,000 allocation and building inspector at $116,017 in costs
on a $30,000 budget. This is explained by the building activity happening within the city currently. The
fire department personnel services are higher than budgeted because we added an unbudgeted person.

Street Fund
The street fund is in decent shape except for higher-than-expected engineering costs.
Street CIP Fund

Street CIP is out of expectations right now but will get back to normal when the loan from OTIB comes in
along with urban renewal.

Parks Fund

Parks fund is beginning to see the construction of the restroom at tipsu palach Park. The initial outlay is
paid for with reserves and then | will apply for reimbursement for the grants we have received.

Tourism Fund

The tourism fund needs to be rebalanced to show where the money is being spent. | am still a little
worried about the transient room tax revenue seeing that we are going into the slow months of the
year. Expecting it to be not as high as expected but the November/December taxes are showing
improvement. We received another grant and have received the first payment of that grant. The
tourism committee is looking to start a new program, paid advertisement, and is decreasing the
passport costs by going down to one passport. Still expect to end the year positive.

Sales at the water fund are higher than expected now but will drop during the winter as people use less
water. The contract water cost is higher than budgeted, but not unexpected due to the current
shutdown of two wells.

Water CIP Fund

Revenue is higher than anticipated because of the school paying their system development charges.
Added costs for the work on 9*" and Alder have not been received yet.

Sewer Fund
Revenue and Costs within expectations

Expect to finish CIPP project in spring and have received system development charges so income is
higher.

Re: Approval for the OAWU Rate Study

Background: On September 15, 2023, the City adopted Resolution 2023-10 establishing a Water Task
Force for the purpose of providing a recommendation to the City on increasing the City’s access to water
including obtaining a water rate study. No one has volunteered to serve on the Task Force.

| have inquired the cost of performing a water utility rate study from Oregon Association of Water
Utilities (“OAWU”), Kennedy Jenkins and RH2 TEchnologies. OAWU has offered to conduct the study for
$15,000, by May 31, 2024. Kennedy Jenks does not perform water utility rate studies. RH2 Technologies
was not interested. The City has sufficient funds budgeted in its Water Fund to cover the cost of this
study. The study will calculate the revenues needed to meet the proposed and adopted budget forecast
for the coming fiscal year and correlate those costs on the basis of water usage by the varied customer
classifications. The report will include a recommendation on the amount to put aside for the City’s water
development needs, which currently does not include a new water treatment plant. OAWU will present
the study to the Council for consideration of the proposed recommendations.

The City is a regular member of OAWU. OAWU is a nonprofit, independent association of water and
wastewater utilities. OAWU was formed in 1977 to represent water utilities’ interests in the state
legislature and provide onsite technical assistance. OAWU is a state affiliate of the National Rural Water
Association. NRWA is one of America’s largest and strongest voices for rural and small systems,
representing over 27,000 water and wastewater members. OAWU offers on-site assistance in many
areas, including Safe Drinking Water Act and Clean Water Act regulations, water treatment technology,
distribution system operation and maintenance, and wastewater treatment and collection. The
association also provides assistance with management issues, such as rate structures and reviews,
funding programs, budgeting and public relations.
