As a follow up from the January 5, 2021 council meeting, I have prepared a draft letter to be submitted
to the CPRD Board with an offer to enter into a development agreement over the public improvements
that will be required as condition of land use approval for development of Sander Estate Park. The
letter also expresses the Council’s interest in seeing a well-designed water feature installed in lieu of
the proposed amphitheater at the west end of the property. Please review for any edits. Also, I plan to
have a brief conversation with Council regarding possible funding sources that the City may contribute
to the development of the park.

Dear Commissioners:

The Dundee City Council proposes the City of Dundee and Chehalem Park and Recreation
District enter into a development agreement regarding public improvements that are
required pursuant to the Dundee Development Code for the construction of Sander Estate
Park. The CPRD development team met with city staff on September 25, 2020 to discuss
the application process and requirements for land use approval of Sander Estate Park.
Public improvements will include dedication of rights of way, street improvements,
undergrounding of the existing overhead utilities along the frontage of the park property
next to Fifth Street, and enlarging the existing water line along the frontage of the park
property. The proposed development agreement will clarify the timing of these public
improvements with respect to the other park improvements, and to what extent the City of
Dundee will assist financially.

The City Council is also very interested in seeing the installation of a water facility in the
Sander Estate Park that includes a water wall with other visually attractive and playful
features. This project will be constructed in lieu of the proposed amphitheater near the
west end of the property. The combination of the restroom/shelter structure and seating
areas with a well-designed water feature will be immensely popular with Dundee residents
of all ages. A water facility and inclusive play area were the top two amenities that Dundee
residents stated their preference in a Sander Estate Park survey and the amphitheater had
very low interest. Also, the Dundee Parks Advisory Committee recommended that an
amphitheater not be located at Sander Estate Park and that an amphitheater is better
suited in a more natural setting near the river.

Re: Water/Sewer Bill Appeal

Donald Lowe, 959 SW 7' Street, is appealing the water and sewer consumption charges on the City
billing statement dated December 31, 2020. The amount of water use was recorded at 605 cubic
feet, which resulted in 55 cubic feet over the base amount of 550 cubic feet, and consumption
charges over the base in the amount of $1.76 for water and $5.14 for sewer. Mr. Lowe requested a
refund of the overage amounts since the number of days between the prior read of November 24 and
the current read of December 29 was 35 days and if the period was closer to an average number of
days for a month, then he would not have incurred the overage charges. Mr. Lowe also asserted that
the City could have taken alternate actions to shorten the number of days between reads, such as
paying overtime to conduct the reads over a weekend. Mr. Lowe is requesting an adjustment to his
bill and to all customers that are similarly affected.

In reviewing the most recent billing cycle, Mr. Lowe is correct in that the number of days between
reads was much higher than normal. Historically, the number of days between meter read dates vary
due to ensure two full days back-to-back to conduct the reads and the working around weekends and
holidays. This year was more challenging, as well as next year, due to Christmas holidays landing on
half day Thursday and full day Friday. See attached the billing schedule for the year 2021. Note: as
we convert more of the meters to be radio read, we anticipate reducing the number of days for
performing the read to one, which will provide greater flexibility in the schedule. However, the
combined November and December holidays will continue to impact the schedule. Also, in the most
recent billing cycle the designated meter reader was out on sick leave and an alternate meter reader
was used. Whereas the two-day separation for that cycle was actually 34 days for most accounts,
Mr. Lowes account and likely yet to be determined number of other accounts had recorded 35 days
due to their change from first day to second day in the read cycle.

In my analysis on this matter I concentrated first on sewer since there is only one volume rate (water
has 6 volume rates for all customer classes) and the issue mainly effects residential customers.
There were 525 residential accounts that were billed over the 550 cubic feet. After culling about
20% of those accounts that are of such high use that the overage would have been applied regardless
in the next billing cycle!, that left 418 accounts with an average of $5.68 in additional consumption
charges than if the meters were read three days earlier on December 25 and 26. It is likely that the

1T did a more in-depth look at historic water use for the first 50 accounts and found half of those were highly unlikely
to benefit if the City were able to read their meters earlier and it was borderline for the majority of the remaining half.
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actual number of accounts adversely effected will be substantially less and by a much smaller
amount once the next meter reads in January is factored into the overall volume over a two-month
period. However, to manually intervene in the next billing cycle to make these adjustments will be a
massive task. Assuming about 600 accounts will register below the 550 cubic feet of usage, each
account will need to be compared to their December consumption to determine if eligible for an
adjustment, and if so, manually calculate the amount and manually adjust the customer account. If
the average time spent to perform those tasks is 2 minutes per account reviewed, then the work will
take 20 hours. I do not recommend this as a solution.

Prorating the consumption based on a 31-day cycle for Mr. Lowes account would result in no
overage charges. If Council decides to authorize an adjustment to Mr. Lowes account, then staff will
apply it immediately. However, applying an adjustment to all accounts that may have been similarly
affected is a task too large and complex to perform within our current limitations.
