UPDATE ON POLICE SERVICES, PRESENTED BY CHIEF KOSMICKI 

 

Chief Kosmicki’s presentation to be rescheduled for the next city council meeting, February 6th. 
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WATER DAMAGE REPAIR TO FIRE STATION 

 

C.A. Dahl mentioned to Council the estimated cost to repair the water damage at the fire station.  

Fire Chief Brandon Hamiliton provided an in-depth insight into the estimates he received from 

contractors to ensure the proper restoration and functionality of the fire station. He explained that Serv 

Pro of Gresham submitted an estimate of $14,066.57 and the initial estimate from the insurance 

company was estimated at $9,524.36.  He also noted a supplement payment to cover the difference was 

agreed with the insurance company as the estimate was higher than what was initially paid for.  F.C. 

Hamiliton noted that the sheet rock repair cost was substantially higher than expected.  He stated Serv 

Pro was able to quickly get this repair in their schedule and plans to be finished by the following week.  

 

ACTION: Motion to approve Serv Pro of Gresham, Inc. to complete the water damage repairs to 

the fire station as outlined in the scope of work bid document, not to exceed $14,066.57.

NEW BUSINESS: 

 

PLAY NICE PUBLIC RELATIONS CONTRACT 

 

C.A. Dahl introduced a proposal regarding the Play Nice Public Relations Group, which would involve 

inviting reporters to the community to explore the city and write articles promoting local businesses. 

He stated that the Tourism Committee has endorsed this three-month contract, amounting to $9,000.  

 

ACTION: Motion to approve the Public Relations Proposal for Travel Dundee from Play Nice in 

an amount not to exceed $15,000 and to authorize the City Administrator to negotiate and sign 

the agreement on behalf of the city.

J B FAB AND SERVICES WELCOME TO DUNDEE SIGN CONTRACT 

 

C.A. Dahl expressed the interest in completing the setup of the “Welcome to Dundee” sign at the 

corner of 99W and Parks Drive to match the original sign located on the Northeast side of 99W. He 

mentioned that J.B. Fab & Services expressed a desire to proceed with the installation of the sign, with 

the total cost amounting to $46,687. C.A. Dahl acknowledged that there were no competing quotes. 

Discussion ensued about the first company to install the original sign. The consensus of Council was to 

get more quotes before officially working with J.B. Fab.

OAWU WATER RATE STUDY CONTRACT 

 

C.A. Dahl informed Council the inquired Oregon Association of Water Utilities (OAWU) study to 

compare the city’s water rates to other communities, align them with the city’s goals and provide 

recommendations for rates for Council approval or rejection. A detailed explanation about OAWU is 

available on page 39 of the agenda packet.  C. Hinson inquired whether the proposed rate included the 

increase needed for the new plant. C.A. Dahl confirmed the amount budgeted for $15,000 did not 

include the new plant and can revise the quote.  C.A. Dahl then mentioned he aims to include the new 

plant in the upcoming budget session by utilizing the system development increase charge and possibly 

expanding the size of the water treatment plant. Deliberation followed about the cost and research. 

 

ACTION: Motion to approve the proposal from Oregon Association of Water Utilities for a 

water rate study in the amount of $15,000 by May 31, 2024.

C. Nelson asked for clarification on the possibility of adding money to evaluate the rates for any future 

improvements that would need to be made.  C.A. Dahl stated he could inquire about the cost, although 

he had been planning to compile a comprehensive a package to evaluate the entire system development 

charges, which would include the water treatment plant, roads, wastewater and increase of wastewater 

plant to handle the river district, separately. He indicated that the additional items were considered to 

be a larger project than what’s budgeted for in the proposal. He mentioned that he would present the 

amount to the budget committee for consideration in the upcoming year. C. Nelson explained that the 

current rates align with what they should be and plan for short term rate adjustments if necessary.       

C. Nelson would like to view rates with the water treatment plant included in the future and still 

approves the motion with a suggestion to add as an addendum to the contract.  

 

PLANNING SERVICES CONTRACT 

 

C.A. Dahl informed Council that the City of Newberg will no longer provide land use planning 

services to the City of Dundee. The city received four proposals deemed responsive to filling in for 

land use planning services. The proposals were evaluated and scored in accordance with the terms of 

the RFP. The top rank was Mid-Willamette Valley Council of Governments (MWVCG) with Doug Rux 

Group ranked second. He stated MWVCG has more people available and could meet the city’s needs. 

However, he expressed a preference for retaining Doug Rux for larger contracted projects.  C. Adlong 

announced opposition to utilizing MWVCG.  C. Nelson concurred with C. Adlong and voiced support 

for Doug Rux.  M. Russ highlighted concerns regarding Doug’s status as a newly established 

independent consultant, lacking a proven track record in business operations.  C. Starr inquired about 

the timeline for the contract, to which C.A. Dahl clarified that none has been established. Subsequent 

discussion revolved around the capabilities of each service group.

PUBLIC CONTRACTING LIMITS INCREASE 

 

C.A. Dahl reported that the city’s public contracting has not been updated since 2005. A detailed 

explanation was provided in the agenda packet on page 92.  He informed Council that the city’s public 

contracting rules limit the city’s authorization to conduct small procurement activities for goods and 

services to those not exceeding $5,000.  C.A. Dahl expressed he would like to see modifications to the 

City Public Contracting Rules to be approved above $5,000 to allow the city to speed up on the 

purchase of goods and services necessary for the City.  C. Atty Kahl affirmed the procedure outlining 

the requirements and categories for each threshold regarding the contract amounts. Discussion delved 

into the breakdown of each contract process and its associated thresholds. The consensus of Council 

was to amend the ordinance proposing an increase in the approved amount of $10,000 and would be 

presented to City Council for approval at a later date. 

 

POTENTIAL NEW STOP SIGNS IN DUNDEE 

 

C.E. Reid acknowledged that there are several locations in town that would benefit by installing 4-way 

stop signs. A proposed functional classification map was provided in the agenda packet on page 94.  

C.E. Reid provided a detailed description of each location and articulated the reasons for the necessity 

of a stop sign. He highlighted that at the intersection of SE Edwards and 8th Street may have significant 

traffic during the upcoming school year. He expressed concern that implementing a 4-way stop at this 

location might reroute traffic going through 6th Street, Boysen and Logan Street.  

C.E. Reid addressed the intersection of SW 9th Street and Alder Street, noting an ongoing issue with 

high speeds along the hill. He emphasized a new intersection would enhance safety and promote 

slower speeds in that area.  

C.E. Reid then explained that View Crest has experienced visibility issues, particularly concerning 

sightlines down the hill due to the curve along SW 9th Street and this challenge also relates to the high 

speeds on 9th Street. He suggested that implanting a 4-way stop would help reduce the speed of traffic.  

C. Starr acknowledged that necessary warrants need to justify implementing a 4-way stop. He inquired 

with C.E. Reid whether a record of crashes at the intersection of 9th was available.  C.E. Reid explained 

that he did not have such a record but could acquire one.  C. Starr then stated the opposition of not 

installing a 4-way stop on 9th Street, expressing concerns that it would inconvenience regular drivers of 

that road. He suggested exploring alternative options to address traffic speed on 9th Street. Subsequent 

discussion revolved around identifying appropriate locations and justifications for installing 4-way 

stop signs. Council consensus was to postpone the installation of the stop sign on 8th Street and SE 

Edwards until the upcoming school year and would like additional information for the other 

intersections.

M. Russ discussed the current snow/ice event and the complexities associated with maintaining city 

streets during such an event.  Council discussed some of the challenges of utilizing plowing during an 

ice event.

He asked Council if anyone 

would like to attend to let Melissa know and would get them signed up and paid for. 

• He stated tip su palach restroom is almost complete and because of the weather, he anticipates a 

walkthrough to be done early next week. 

• Companies have been contacted about installing a pond and landscape for tip su palach park 

and would commence the process of soliciting estimates. 

• C.A Dahl met with Greg Reid and Chuck Simpson to discuss the Public Works budget for next 

year. 

• C.A. Dahl also met with Fire Chief Hamilton to discuss next year’s fire budget.

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M. Russ noted that the January 16, 2024, minutes would need to be revised as the mayor’s report did 

not accurately reflect the discussed topic. He asked that staff go back and review again.

OLD BUSINESS:  

 

PRESENTATION ON COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANTS 

 

Arthur Chaput from Business Oregon approached Council and provided an overview of the process 

and general information regarding development block grants. He also gave a better understanding of 

how the city would be involved. 

 

• Two chances each year to apply for this grant. 

• Projects serve the whole county, not just the city. 

• The City of Dundee only qualifies to serve low-income projects. 

• Once the first application goes through, there are 2 years to spend the funds. After the project is 

completed, the grant would be closed. A federal audit is required after the following year and 

would need to prove the building operated as advertised for 5 years, after which obligations are 

relieved. 

• Two grants at a time are allowed each year while meeting significant requirements. 

 

UPDATE ON 9TH STREET 

 

C.E. Reid updated Council, stating that they were currently awaiting utilities to begin moving poles. A 

detailed memo on page 29 of the agenda packet was provided. M. Russ questioned whether there was a 

completion date for the road surface, to which C.E. Reid answered that it wouldn’t be determined until 

the poles were moved. He also expressed support from the Terrain Landscape Architect, who suggested 

four types of tree species to plant. He asked Council for their input on what street trees could be 

planted and discussion ensured about that topic. It was noted that the Development Code section on 

street trees needed to be revised. C. Ford asked for clarification on the completion date being 

approximately May, and C.E. Reid confirmed that it would realistically be the end of May.  M. Russ 

noted the possibility of paving to start the beginning of May, to which C.E. Reid responded that it 

might be possible. 

 

C.E. Reid emphasized the importance of completing the underground work for Highway 99, 

highlighting it as a high priority for the city. He mentioned that Comcast had already surveyed the 

installed conduits and checked their continuity but has not received an update from them. He then 

provided background information on the sidewalk undergrounding throughout the city.

As part of the Tourism Masterplan Project the city held an open house to hear from the citizens what 

they would like to have their community offer, to help encourage positive tourist interaction and help 

Dundee become more livable. Over 100 community members attended the meeting. 

 The consultants had different stations where they elicited ideas from community members. Mr. 

Southgate and his team have developed a summary of the ideas expressed at the meeting. He is here 

tonight to go over the results. 
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Dundee Tourism Plan 

Community Open House – March 7, 2024 

Summary of Comments 

 

On the evening of Thursday, March 7, 2024, a Community Open House was held as part of the Dundee 

Tourism Plan, for the purpose of soliciting public comments on what people want the Plan to 

incorporate.  The event was extensively advertised on social media, the City’s website, and door hangers 

left on hundreds of homes in town.   Thanks to these efforts, more than 100 attended the Open House. 

The Open House was organized around five stations – Transportation, Parks/Open Space/Culture, 

Building Use & Building Design, Vision & Goals, and “Pot Pourri”.  The following is a summary of 

comments received at the Open House, organized by Station topic.  Note that some comments were 

made at one station which more logically fall under another station.  For a complete write-up of the

Transportation Station 

Themes: 

• If more people are coming to enjoy wine-tasting, there needs to be more options so people 
that shouldn’t be driving don’t get behind the wheel (Uber, Lyft, Shuttle bus system). 

• Need for more non-car infrastructure that connects destinations (protected bike lanes – in 
town and the Hills, sidewalks with lighting and amenities, one or two central car parking 
areas) 

• Add low-carbon mobility options (Lime bikes/scooters, allow golf carts in residential areas) 
• Improved options for crossing 99 and railroad tracks (for peds, bikes, and cars) 
• Improved safety (speed humps in residential areas, increased traffic enforcement, 

eliminate on street parking on narrow residential streets, outlaw exhaust braking in 
neighborhoods) 

 

Specific Comments (by sub-category) 

• Parking 
o Many urged that the City provide paid public parking in one or more locations, with 

easy links to destinations (via walking, shuttles, or other means).  Make it easy for 
someone to arrive at the edge of town, deposit one’s car, enjoying the City and 
surrounding wine country without having to get in and out of a car. 

o Several commented on certain locations where the street is too narrow for two way 
traffic plus on-street parking on both sides of the street.  One specific location of 
concern is 1st, west of 99W.  Other locations include 11th and 12th. 

• 99W 
o Several expressed their appreciation for the Bypass, which has notably reduced 

through traffic.  That said, there were many comments calling for further upgrades 
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to 99W, generally directed at the goal of making the street a more pleasant.  These 
comments include the following: 

▪ Underground utilities, at least on the west side of 99 (a dozen or more 
advocated for this; some were aware that the conduit was placed as part of 
the recent re-build of 99) 

▪ Wider and more pleasant sidewalks – consider placement of street poles, 
and introduction of street trees along the curb edge. 

▪ Slower speeds (currently 30 mph, whereas 99 slows down to 20 mph in 
Lafayette) 

▪ Pedestrian-activated signals at several locations 
▪ Consider one or more overpasses or underpasses.  Possible locations: 

Dundee Hotel, 5th, and/or 1st  
▪ Left turns on to 99 a challenge  

• Pedestrian/Bicycle Options 
o Many folks stated support for more ped/bike options.  Safe, convenient, and inter-

connected system.   
o Some called for more sidewalks, particularly in residential areas, and serving such 

destinations as parks, the new school, etc. 
o Many support the notion of a ped/bike connection to the Willamette Riverfront, with 

a link to a pathway along the River.  Include a dock for non-motorized watercraft – 
kayaks, canoes.  

▪ One person questioned the feasibility (legal?) of a connection to the River. 
o A Bike parking/repair station 
o Mountain Bike Trails 

• Specific locational concerns: 
o Alder Street between 11th and 13th.  Comments on this currently unimproved right-

of-way were varied.  Some favor keeping the current condition, perhaps adding a 
simple pedestrian path to better connect folks to Tipsu Palach Park.  Others favor 
paving the street, noting that there is a homeowner whose only street frontage is on 
Alder, and also noting that the City is not maintaining the right-of-way (leaving the 
job to nearby homeowners). 

o Similarly, there were conflicting views on 7th west of Alder (currently unimproved). 
Some favor maintaining this condition, albeit with a gravel pedestrian path; others 
favor full street improvements. 

o Safer crossings at rail tracks (especially for school children)   
o The pedestrian crossing at 7th should be moved from the NE to the SW side of the 

intersection, so as not to block left turn movements from 7th on to 99. 
o Sidewalks on 3rd connecting to Billick Park. 
o Safer path (for peds and bikes) on Worden Hill Road, connecting to wineries. 
o Unsafe streets: Fulquarts, Edwards, and Park 
o Red Hills Parking 

• Other modes of transportation: 
o One attendee suggested bringing passenger rail service to Dundee, as part of a line 

extending from Portland to the coast.  The vintage utility structure near the rail 
tracks could serve as Dundee’s station (perhaps incorporating some food options). 

o Wine trolley shuttle/circulator.  (A possible example: the trolley service in 
Independence/Monmouth) 
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o Several comments in favor of allowing golf carts at least on residential streets 
and/or dedicated paths.  King CIty allows golf carts on its streets.  Benefits of golf 
carts: convenience; lower auto emissions.  Perhaps have a centralized location for 
check-out of gold carts (e.g., a community center).  Or “G-Uber” service. 

o Lime bikes 
o Uber/Lyft 

• Other Transportation Comments:  
o More wayfinding/signage – NOT digital readerboards 
o Restrict exhaust brakes on bypass off ramp, and in/near residential areas 
o More speed enforcement, particularly in neighborhoods 
o Bike connectivity to wineries 
o Ideally the main roads used by vehicles going to/from wineries/tasting rooms 

should not be the same roads for bikes and ped trails.  (example: Worden Hill Rd) 
o Street Closures for events (but don’t close off to peds) 
o Trails to link neighborhoods – don’t develop every square inch of a subdivision 
o Traffic calming in residential areas – e.g., speed bumps 
o Affordable transportation 
o View points w safe parking, a plaque describing what one is seeing 

 

Building Use & Building Design 

Big Themes 

• There appears to be considerable support for a true Downtown, a walkable place where 
one can shop, dine, and stroll. Several remarked that Dundee lacks a recognizable 
downtown. 

• Active uses that make one want to continue walking down the street. MORE ACTIVITY! 
• Lots of ideas about what kind of uses people would like to see – but generally, businesses 

and activities that make Dundee worth spending time in, for residents and for visitors.

Reason: Resolution No. 2024-05 Opting in to Recreational Immunity 

 
Background: 
 
In 1995, the Oregon Legislature enacted the Oregon Public Use of Lands Act which declared the State of 
Oregon’s public policy of encouraging land owners to make their land available to the public for 
recreational purposes, which included, but was not limited to, outdoor activities such as hunting, fishing, 
swimming, boating, camping, picnicking, hiking, nature study, outdoor educational activities, water 
skiing, winter sports, viewing or enjoying historical, archaeological, scenic or scientific sites or 
volunteering for any public purpose project. The legislation also provided a limitation of liability to the 
land owner for any personal injury, death, or property damage arising out of the use for recreational 
purposes. 
 
In 2011, the Oregon Legislature enacted HB 2865 which established that any personal injury or property 
damage resulting from use of a trail that is in a public easement or in an unimproved right of way, or 
from use of structures in the public easement or unimproved right of way, does not give rise to a private 
claim or right of action based on negligence against a city (including its officers, employees, or agents) 
with a population of 500,000 or more.  
 
It further provided that cities with populations less than 500,000 may, via ordinance or resolution, opt in 
to limit its liability for the same uses. These limitations on liability from private causes of action did not 
extend to persons receiving compensation for providing services, assistance or advice that led to the 
personal injury or property damage resulting from gross negligence or reckless, wanton, or intentional 
misconduct, or where the person is strictly liable without regard to fault. Several cities throughout the 
state adopted resolutions or ordinances limiting liability under this provision. 
 
Last year, the Oregon Court of Appeals heard a case involving a slip and fall claim against the City of 
Newport where an individual was injured while walking their dog on an improved trail on the way to the 
beach. In Fields v. City of Newport, the trial court initially found in favor of the City as a result of 
recreational immunity. However, the Court of Appeals reversed and remanded the case back to the trial 
court to address the issue of material fact as to whether the individual’s principal purpose using the trail 
was for accessing the beach or for recreational purposes. The city appealed the decision to the Oregon 
Supreme Court which denied review.  
 
The Oregon Court of Appeals’ decision effectively removed the concept of recreational immunity from 
cities as an individual could bring a suit against a city under the claim the individual’s principal purpose 
was not recreation. As a result of this decision, SB 1576A was brought before the Oregon Legislature 
during its most recent short session. This bill was designed to temporarily maintain the recreational 
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immunity provided to cities by revising the definition of “recreational purposes” to specifically include 
walking, running and bicycling. SB 1576A passed both chambers and was signed on March 27, 2024 by 
the Governor. The bill is effective immediately upon passage in order to preserve public peace, health 
and safety. 
 
Earlier this year, the City received a grant from CIS in the amount of $5,000 for the purpose of reducing 
the City’s recreational immunity exposure. 
 
Presented before Council is a resolution to formally opt-in to the recreational immunity provided for 
within ORS 105.668(3). This is presented as a resolution since, as mentioned, SB 1576A is a temporary 
measure and sunsets on January 2, 2026. Therefore, any ordinance or resolution adopted by a city will 
not be effective after January 2, 2026. 
 
The Oregon Legislature has created a task force to craft a permanent solution during next year’s 
legislative session. 
 
Motion: I move to pass Resolution No. 2024-05 opting in to the recreational immunity provided in ORS

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RESOLUTION NO. 2024-05 
 
A RESOLUTION OPTING IN TO THE RECREATIONAL IMMUNITY PROVIDED IN ORS CHAPTER 105 AND SB 
1576 
 
WHEREAS, ORS 105.668(2) provides to cities with a population of 500,000 or more immunity from 
liability for personal injury or property damage against cities including their officers, employees, or 
agents, adjacent property owners, and certain nonprofit groups and their volunteers resulting from use 
of trails or structures in a public easement or in an unimproved right of way, by a user on foot, on a 
horse 
or on a bicycle or other nonmotorized vehicle or conveyance; and 
 
WHEREAS, ORS 105.668(3) authorizes cities with populations of less than 500,000 to opt in to the 
immunities provided in ORS 105.668(2) by adoption of an ordinance or resolution 
 
WHEREAS, the City desires to opt in to the immunities provided by ORS 105.668 to further the public 
interest by protecting and supporting efforts and activities of the City. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY OF DUNDEE RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:  
 
Section 1. The Dundee City Council hereby opts in to the immunity from liability for personal injury or 
property damage resulting from the use of trails or structures in a public easement or in an unimproved 
right of way provided by ORS 105.668. 
 
Section 2. This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon passage.

Construction Update 

Construction continues along SW 9th Street & Alder.  The boring under the highway and 
associated vaults has been completed.   The work at 7th street was not added at this time due 
to lack of easements and the desire to not delay the ongoing work. PGE has been notified 
that the 9th Street boring work has been completed and the conduits have been inspected 
and approved for backfill by the PGE inspector.  This completes the undergrounding work 
that the City needed to complete in advance of PGE doing their relocation and 
undergrounding work. 

The street tree type issues has been resolved through coordination with the arborist and 
nursery being used by the Terrain development.  The City has decided to go with three types 
of trees as follows: 

South side of SW 9th: Silver Oak 

North side of SW 9th: Canby Oak 

SW Alder: Chinese Pistache 

These trees were recommended by the arborist as suitable for street trees and are used 
commonly by the City of Portland.  They were selected to provide a variety of color across the 
streetscape.  The Silver and Canby Oak are evergreen with different leaf colorations and the 
Chinese Pistache will provide a brilliant fall color for the center median.  

Costs Update 

Several outstanding change orders have been processed recently.  They were delayed due 
to the initial City review identifying that some of the items were being billed with excessive unit 
prices and quantities.  The City discussed these items with the contractor and had some of 
the unit prices and quantities reduced prior to approval.  The following provides an update on 
the current costs including recent change order costs.

Re: 5th Street Streetscape 
 

Background 

Chehalem Parks and Recreation District (CPRD) is currently working on the design for the Sanders Estate 
Park along SW 5th Street.  As a part of the project, CPRD will be performing street improvements along 
SW 5th Street including new curb, sidewalk and street widening along their frontage.  City staff is hoping 
that additional City or urban renewal funds can be secured to improve the street to full width (removing the 
existing pavement which is in poor condition).  This would add sidewalks  and street trees along the 
northerly side.   

Most of the remainder of SW 5th Street has curbs and some portions have sidewalks along the back of 
curb with mature street trees behind the sidewalk.  The Billick park property and adjoining residences 
across the street from the Sanders Estate property have curb but no sidewalk. These properties are not 
currently planned to be redeveloped soon.  The current Dundee Collector standard calls for set back 
sidewalks with street trees in a planter strip between the curb and sidewalk.  It is assumed that the curb 
tight sidewalks were constructed prior to the adoption of the current street standards and most recent 
Transportation System Plan (TSP).  Street lighting along the street is also sub standard with occasional 
lights on the existing franchise utility poles. 

 

Council Action:   

At this time, City staff would like council direction regarding the configuration of the sidewalk (behind curb 
with street trees behind or set back with street trees in a planter strip) that will be constructed along the 
Sanders Estate property when it develops and what type of lighting should be used.  The lighting could be 
the standard PGE lights that are maintained by PGE or the more expensive decorative lights that are 
maintained by the City.  The developers will be required to underground the franchise utilities along their 
property.  If a set back sidewalk is desired, should future developments, particularly the school property 
and the vacant land at the SW corner of Hwy 99W and 5th Street be required to remove the existing 
sidewalk and provide the landscape strip with street trees?  This would require the removal and 
replacement of the mature street trees behind the sidewalks along these properties.
