Re:  Resolution No. 2024-05 Supplemental Budget

Pursuant to Local Budget law, a supplemental budget may be adopted to increase appropriations if 

funds are made available that were not anticipated in the budget or a situation not foreseen at the time 

the budget was prepared that requires a change in financial planning. As provided by Local Budget Law, 

when the proposed supplemental budget increases expenditures by ten percent or more of the fund's 

total expenditures, the local government must hold a public hearing and take public comment before 

the supplemental budget may be adopted. As the proposed supplemental budget will change the 

General Fund’s expenditures by more than ten percent, a notice of hearing on the proposed 

supplemental budget was published in the Newberg Graphic on May 15, 2024 (not less than five days 

prior to the hearing) stating the Council will hold a public hearing and take public comment on the 

supplemental budget at the Council’s May 21, 2024 regular meeting. 

 

Mayor Russ should open the hearing and request any interested persons to address their comments to 

Council on the proposed supplemental budget. After the hearing, Council may discuss the supplemental 

budget and consider a resolution to adopt the supplemental budget.

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RESOLUTION NO. 2024-05 

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A SUPPLEMENTAL BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2023-2024 AND MAKING 

APPROPRIATIONS TO THE GENERAL FUND 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Dundee proposes a supplemental budget for the General Fund within the 

adopted Fiscal Year 2023-2024 budget received additional revenues which were not anticipated at the 

time the 2023-2024 budget was prepared. 

WHEREAS, Oregon Revised Statute (ORS) 294.471 allows a local government to make a 

supplemental budget under certain circumstances, including, but not limited to, when an occurrence or 

condition that is not ascertained when preparing the original budget requires a change in financial 

planning and when funds that are made available by another unit of federal, state or local government 

and the availability of which could not reasonably be foreseen when preparing the original budget. 

WHEREAS, at the time of preparing the Fiscal Year 2023-2024 budget, the City was not expecting 

to be awarded an Assistance to Firefighters Grant from the Federal Emergency Management Agency 

(FEMA). 

WHEREAS, when a supplemental budget contains amended expenditures more than ten percent 

(10%) of the most recently adopted budget, the local government may approve the supplemental budget 

only after holding a public hearing on the proposed supplemental budget and taking public comment. 

WHEREAS, since the supplemental budget contains amended expenditures more than ten 

percent (10%) of the City’s most recently approved budget, the City caused a notice of public hearing for 

the proposed supplemental budget, including the information required by ORS 294.473(1)(b), to be 

published in the Newberg Graphic on May 15, 2024, at least five days before the hearing. 

WHEREAS, the City Council held a public hearing and took public comment on the supplemental 

budget on May 21, 2024. 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF DUNDEE RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:  

Section 1. The Supplemental Budget for Fiscal Year 2023-2024 as set forth below is hereby 

adopted. 

Section 2. The additional appropriations for Fiscal Year 2023-2024 as set forth below are hereby 

appropriated.
