8.16.080 Nuisances - Open storage of junk.

No owner, tenant, person in possession, or person in charge of or having the care of any real
property may deposit, store, maintain or keep on any real property within the city (outside a site-
obscuring enclosure, building or garbage receptacle) any of the following:

A. Inoperable, unusable, partially dismantled automobiles, cars, trucks, trailers and other vehicular
equipment or parts thereof in a state of disrepair for more than 10 days as to any one automobile,
car, truck, trailer or piece of vehicular equipment.

B. Used or dismantled household appliances, furniture or parts thereof, or discards, garbage,
debris, rubbish, junk, trash or refuse for more than five days.

C. This section does not apply to junk keptin a duly licensed recycling facility or automobile
wrecking business, or to a business offering new or used vehicles for sale or offering vehicle repair
service, or to those materials reasonably necessary during a reasonable time on construction sites

8.16.085 Vehicles treated as discarded.

A vehicle that meets part (B) of the definition of discarded under NMC 8.05.020, but does not
meet part (A) of the definition, may be treated as discarded, at the discretion of city officers, if
the following conditions occur:

A. The vehicle is located upon any public right-of-way, city street, alley, road, or highway within
the city, or on public property for a period exceeding seven (7) days; and

B. The City sends to the vehicle owner, or person in charge of the vehicle, written notice—by
first class mail—to the address provided in the vehicle’s registration stating that the vehicle may
be held in violation of this chapter if the condition of the vehicle is not corrected within 30 days
of the date of the written notice. The notice shall be affixed to the discarded vehicle.

10.04.030 Definitions.
In addition to the definitions contained in the Oregon Vehicle Code, the following mean:

“Bus stop” means a space on the edge of a roadway designated by signage for the purpose of
loading or unloading passengers.

“Loading zone” means a space on the edge of a roadway designated by signage for the purpose of
loading and unloading passengers or materials during specified hours or specified days.

“Person” means a natural person, firm, partnership, association or corporation.

Street. The terms “highway,” “road” and “street” shall be considered synonymous, unless the
context precludes such construction. “Street” includes alleys.

“Taxicab stand” means a space on the edge of a roadway designated by signage for use by
taxicabs.

“Traffic lane” means that area of the roadway used for the movement of a single line of traffic.
“48-hour notice” means a notice affixed to a vehicle pursuant to DMC 10.08.010

“Discarded” means any vehicle that (A) does not have lawfully affixed thereto a license plate,
has affixed to it an expired license plate, has an obstructed vehicle identification number, or is
not registered to the local area; and (B) exhibits one or more of the following conditions:

1. Abandonment, which may be evidenced by various conditions including vegetation growing
under the car, filth on the windshield or accumulated under the car;

2. Inoperability, which may be evidenced by various conditions including missing critical
elements to operate safely or an inability of the vehicle to move on its own power;

3. Wrecked; or
4, Complete or partial dismantling.

“Officer” means any authorized law enforcement officer of the city and the code compliance
officer.

“Person in charge of vehicle” means any agent, occupant, lessee, contract purchaser, owner, or
person having possession, control or title of property where a vehicle is located.

10.04.080 Authority of police and fire officers.
A. It is the duty of police officers to enforce the provisions of this chapter.

B. In the event of a fire or other public emergency, officers of the police and fire departments may
direct traffic, as conditions require, notwithstanding the provisions of this chapter.

C. A city officer is authorized at all reasonable times to examine any vehicle for the purposes of
determining whether the vehicle is discarded.

D. A city officer is granted discretion to determine whether a vehicle is discarded.

10.04.160 Storage of motor vehicles on streets.

No person shall store or permit to be stored on a street or other public property, without permission
of the council, a motor vehicle or personal property for a period in excess of-72-hotirs 7 days. It
shall constitute prima facie evidence of storage of a motor vehicle if the same is not moved, by
exercise of the vehicle’s own power, at least 300 linear feet (approximately one (1) city block)
for a period in excess of seven (7) days.

Vehicles stored in violation of this Section 10.04.160 that do not meet the definition of discarded

under DMC 10.04.030 may at the discretion of city officers, be treated as discarded in
accordance with parts (A) and (B) of DMC 8.16.085 and subjected to the procedures under DMC
10.08.010 if not removed from public property. 4

10.08.010 General regulations.

A. Disposition of a vehicle towed and stored under provisions of state law for the removal of
hazardous vehicles shall be in accordance with provisions of state law on impoundment and
disposition of vehicles constituting a hazard.

B. The impoundment of a vehicle does not preclude issuance of a citation for violation of a
provision of this title.

C. Whenever a traffic citation is issued or a physical arrest is made for violation of the Oregon
Vehicle Code or local traffic ordinances and the driver’s license is suspended or revoked, or the
vehicle is without liability insurance as required by the Oregon Vehicle Code, or both, the vehicle
shall be impounded and towed, by a towing company approved by the Oregon State Police, at
owner’s expense and stored at owner’s expense.

D. Stolen vehicles may be towed from public or private property and stored at the expense of the
vehicle owner.

E. A vehicle abandoned in violation of provisions of state law relating to abandoned vehicles is
subject to removal and sale in accordance with provisions of state law.

F. Avehicle which is stored in violation of state law or city ordinance relating to storage of motor
vehicles on streets is subject to removal and sale in accordance with provisions of state law on
impoundment and disposition of abandoned vehicles (ORS 819.100 through 819.270).

G. Adiscarded vehicle, or a vehicle that may be treated as discarded in accordance with DMC
10.04.160 or 8.16.085, may be taken into custody, removed, and disposed of after a forty-eight (48)
hour notice is affixed to such vehicle. The owner, or person in charge of a vehicle to which a 48-hour
notice has been affixed, must remove such vehicle from public property within forty-eight (48)
hours of when the notice is affixed. Vehicles not removed from public property by the vehicle’s
owner or person in charge of the vehicle as required by the 48-hour notice are subject to removal by
the city, at the discretion of city officers, as set forth in ORS 819.110.

6H. Vehicles removed and impounded shall be taken to a public garage or other suitable place for
storage of a vehicle and kept until released or otherwise disposed of pursuant to this section.

1. The owner of the vehicle, or any person authorized by him to act on his behalf, may redeem the
vehicle pursuant to the procedures of DMC 10.08.060.

2. A motor vehicle so impounded shall be held and, if not lawfully redeemed, shall be disposed of
as provided in ORS 819.210 through 819.260. A certificate of sale referenced therein shall contain
the following notice:

The City of Dundee makes no warranty as to the condition of title of the above-described vehicle. In
the event this sale shall for any reason be invalid, the liability of the city is limited to return of the
purchase price.
